· Explain how this issue and your research led to your core question.

· State your core question.

· Describe what research you have done and its connection to your core question and discoveries.

· Be sure to cite evidence from your research as support.

· Include citations on your slides when appropriate

· As Schofield states, “2 out of every 12 students …”

· Describe your research and mentor work.

· How is your research and mentor work linked?  How did the research and mentor work combine to enhance the understanding of the topic?  What insights did you gain from the research and mentor work?

· Based on your research, what is your answer to your core question?

· Media Use?

· Describe your learning stretch.  How was the project a challenge and how did it “stretch” your skills and knowledge?  Problems you had to solve?

· Conclude with commentary on how this project changed you or how it might change your life and/or professional goals.

· You will be assessed using the same rubric that will be used for your Exhibition final exam and final presentation to the panel of judges.

· You will be responsible for all boxes on the rubric for this presentation (except for the appearance indicators).
