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Dear Parents and Students:

Exhibition is a formal presentation (orally and in writing) of a comprehensive research project centered on a student’s personal interest.  It is a culminating event in a student’s high school career which allows every Lincoln High School graduate a chance to show what he/she knows and is able to do.  Through the Exhibition process students choose an area of personal interest to research, work with a mentor to assist and provide insight throughout the process, develop a meaningful core question which will drive the research, and present their findings both orally and in writing.  
All of the written requirements for Exhibition are located within this guide.  These written components make up a student’s Exhibition binder.  Each written component must be typed and designated as meeting standard by a student’s Exhibition teacher (if a student is enrolled in an Exhibition class) or by the PBGR Coordinator.  Students should turn in completed work to their Exhibition classroom teacher or Exhibition Facilitator as they complete it.  A student’s proposal must be designated as meeting standard by the Exhibition teacher or PBGR Coordinator before a student is allowed to continue with their Exhibition work.
Each written piece of work which meets standard, as determined by the appropriate checklist or rubric, should be placed by the student in his/her Exhibition Binder.  An Exhibition Binder is only considered complete when all required written entries, corresponding forms, and required mentoring hours are completed and designated as meeting standard.  

Once a student’s Exhibition Binder is designated as meeting standard, he/she must then successfully present his/her findings orally to the Exhibition Teacher and/or PBGR Coordinator.  Once and only when the Exhibition Teacher and/or PBGR Coordinator has determined a student has fulfilled all the needed Exhibition prerequisites will a student’s name be submitted for participation in Exhibition Day.  Having his/her name submitted to participate in Exhibition Day does not guarantee a student will be found meeting standard by the judging panel.  Participation in Exhibition Day indicates that a student has met all the needed prerequisites in order to present in front of a judging panel. It is on Exhibition Day when a student will present his/her completed Exhibition project to a panel of judges who will then determine if a student has met standard and demonstrated proficiency in Exhibition graduation requirement.  Students will be assessed by the panel of judges using the Exhibition Oral Presentation rubric.  Once a student has successfully met standard on the Exhibition Oral Presentation rubric, as determined by the panel of judges, he/she has completed Lincoln High School’s Exhibition graduation requirement.  Any student who does not meet standard by scoring an average score of less than 25 on the rubric and/or having two judges score the student as not meeting standard on the content portion of the rubric will be granted ten (10) school days to revise their work and to present their findings again.  During the ten (10) day period, the student may seek out assistance from their mentor, Exhibition teacher, and/or PBGR Coordinator to revise their work in order to successfully meet standard.

It is crucial to the Exhibition process that students and parents work together to ensure all Exhibition requirements are completed by the designated due dates which will be assigned by the Exhibition teachers and PBGR Coordinator

Why Mentoring?

A mentor is a caring adult who has knowledge and skills in an area or field of interest that you share. A mentor is a person who is interested in sharing what she/he knows with you in order to help you make important decisions about your own future. A mentor is a person that remembers what it’s like to be a young person with questions. 

The intent of Exhibition is for you to gain some real-life experience solving a problem that is of real interest to you. We have learned that when young people get to do this kind of work they become better learners.

Deciding what area of interest you want to focus on and then finding an adult to mentor you will be challenging, but important. You know you are being successful in the process when you locate someone who works in a related area, make an appointment to meet them, and then set up a schedule so that you will be sure to meet the ten hours requirement! You’ll know you are doing the right thing when you really feel like you are working. Remember, this isn’t community service. You need to feel like you are extending yourself and managing a bit of your life around this commitment. Importantly, you must be able to recognize you are learning something new and challenging. 

As you go through the process, remember that you need to record your experience on the Journal pages. There are due dates, so be sure to write them into your schedule.

Read the following section about Mentoring carefully. It is very important that your parents/guardian have all of the information they need about your mentor and your project as a whole. You must get their signature as a sign of their permission to work with the mentor.

Immediate family members (mother, father, brother, sister) cannot serve as mentors and any prospective mentor must be 21 years old or older.  Don’t forget to fill out your Mentoring Time Log and have your mentor sign it confirming you have completed all 10 hours and duties. (In order to present, you will have to complete all 10 mentoring hours, in addition to fulfilling all of the other requirements.) You will need to allow your mentor to evaluate your performance. Read that evaluation carefully, as it will give you a good idea about what is expected of you in the end.

Lastly, your work with your mentor must relate to your research. Keep that in mind when you are both in the field and the library!

WHAT IS IT?

Plagiarism is defined as using someone else’s words, work, and/or ideas and claiming them to be your own.  People’s words, work, and/or ideas are considered intellectual property.  If you do use someone else’s words, work, and/or ideas, give them credit where credit is due.

Plagiarism is cheating!  Cheating also includes:

· Buying a paper or project

· Handing in someone else’s work

· Adding your name to work you did not do

· Copying another’s work

· Building on some else’s ideas without proper citation

CONSEQUENCES

When you are caught plagiarizing a number of things will happen:

· Conference with the student, parent, teacher and administrator

· Grade value of zero for the assignment

· Loss of integrity with the teacher

· Removal from Honor Societies 

· Starting the Exhibition process over with a new topic



Need to Document
· When you are using or referring to somebody else’s words or ideas from a magazine, book, newspaper, song, TV program, movie, Web page, computer program, letter, advertisement or any other medium. 

· When you use information gained through interviewing another person. 

· When you copy the exact words or a “unique phrase” from somewhere. 

· When you reprint any diagrams, illustrations, charts, and pictures.
· When you use ideas that others have given you in conversation.

· When you are writing your own experiences, your own observations, your own insights, your own thoughts, your own conclusions bout a subject.
· When you are using folklore, common sense observations, shared information within your field of study or cultural group.

· When you are compiling generally accepted facts.

· When you are writing up your own experimental results.
MAKING SURE YOU ARE SAFE
	First, write your paraphrase and summary without looking at the original text, so you can rely only on your memory.
Next, check your version with the original for content, accuracy, and mistakenly borrowed phrases.

Begin your summary with a statement giving credit to the source: According to Jonathan Kozol,… Put any unique words or phrases that you cannot change, or do not want to change, in quotation marks:…”savage inequalities” exist throughout our

A Guide to Exhibition Research
The sources you choose to cite in your Exhibition project are crucial to substantiating and validating the answer to your core question.  When looking at potential sources, consider the following:

•Is this a reliable, scholarly source that can be used to support the answer to my core question?

These sources are going to be used to support what you say; it is therefore critical that they are sources that can be trusted.  Of course, not everything that is written can be trusted as an reliable source, and if you use unreliable sources, the answer to your core question is going to be weakened by those sources rather than strengthened.  It is therefore imperative that you critically examine the sources you are relying upon.  See the excerpt below (from Barron’s 10 Steps in Writing the Research Paper) on source evaluation for tips on making sure your sources are authoritative and reliable.

The Rules of Exhibition Research

1) When citing electronic sources, be especially critical.  Try to use only internet sites with .edu or .gov address domains, as these are affiliated with educational and government institutions and therefore tend to be the most reliable sources.  An internet source with a .com address domain must be thoroughly examined to determine its validity and reliability. See Section F of the Barron attachment below for more information.  

2) The use of encyclopedias and other such quick reference guides may be used on a limited basis.  You may only include one these resources as part of your bibliography. 

3) Wikipedia, blogs, personal web pages and such websites as about.com and ehow.com are not considered authoritative and reliable resources

4) Be sure to explore all avenues of research.  Do not just rely on Google.  At least one of your sources must come from one of the online database subscriptions that the LHS Library has on their website (http://www.lincolnps.org/HighSchool/library/index.htm).  Another helpful search engine is the Librarians’ Internet Index which can be found at http://www.ipl.org/.  Also, actually visit your school and local libraries to do some old-fashioned book research—you will be amazed at what you find!
5) Be sure to retrieve all the required information from your sources to compile your Works Cited page.  Two great on-line sites that prepare your work cited page in MLA format are  www.easybib.com and www.knightcite.com . All you need to do at these sites is just type in the required information and it does the rest!!!!

Reflective Essay Structure

How to Reflect

Look at your entire Exhibition project as a journey. Perhaps you can think of it as an opportunity to write and live your own creative writing story!

Any time you begin a journey you usually start with a map and a plan. While you have a pretty good idea about what you want to discover, you certainly want to be open to the new things you will learn along the way.

Keep good Journal notes, think about the connection of your research and mentor work, and talk to other students about what they are discovering. Don’t forget to go back and look at your original proposal. Have you achieved what you set out to learn? Have you learned things you never expected to? Discuss with your parents/guardians what you are learning - since you are researching “real life” issues, I’m sure you will have much to compare. 

Your Advisory is an important place to reflect throughout the year. One of the reasons you have Advisory in your schedule is to give you time to organize your thoughts with the other students and your Advisory teacher.

Don’t be afraid to ask questions and discover new things. Analyze them and evaluate what you have come to realize. It’s how we become active, life-long learners!

At the end of your Exhibition journey, think about all of the new things you know and, at the same time, recognize the skills you have gained and will be able to apply to all sorts of new adventures and “real life” situations.

Carefully review the Reflective Essay Rubric right from the beginning. You will notice that it expects you to write well, as usual, but it’s also asking you to consider all of the important milestones reached during the Exhibition process.  The Reflective Essay should bring together the knowledge you learned during your interaction with your mentor, the research you conducted and, above all, the answer to your core question.  
Remember…

1) Your journal entries are basically reflections that you completed as you went through the Exhibition process.  So, use them to help create the final reflective essay.

2) Be sure to follow the guidelines as laid out in the Reflective Essay rubric.
3) Use the guidelines on the next page to properly construct your essay.
Exhibition Reflective Essay Structure
As a final piece of the binder, you must compose a reflective essay that addresses your journey through the Exhibition process.  Remember that this is a personal reflection, so you may and should use “I”.  In addition to the Reflective Essay rubric, use the guidance below (including the questions) to compose your reflective essay.  Don’t forget to look at your proposal and journals as well, since some of the topics below have been addressed in those documents.
I.  Topic Selection (1 paragraph)

· Describe your overall topic and why you chose it.  End this opening paragraph with your core question.

II.  Overall Summary of Project (3-5 paragraphs)

· Explain the various parts of your Exhibition including the most significant findings in your research.

· Explain the role your mentor played in the project.  Be sure to identify him/her and explain why he/she was an appropriate choice to be your mentor.  How did he/she assist you with your research?  What did you learn with and/or from your mentor?

· Explain your learning stretch.  What new information did you learn while completing this project?

III.  Problem Solving Process (1-2 paragraphs)

· What was the major problem you addressed within the Exhibition project?  What plan/solution did you devise to solve the problem?  What obstacles, misunderstandings, or mistakes did you encounter while devising and implementing your plan? Through data and results, justify the plan/solution you chose to implement.
IV.  Applied Learning Proficiencies (1 paragraph)

· Look back to your proposal for these.  Briefly explain (2-3 sentences each) how you met the problem solving, critical thinking, research, communication, and reflection/evaluation Applied Learning Proficiencies.  

V. Content Standards (1 paragraph)

· Briefly explain how you have come to a new understanding of the content standard you identified in your proposal.

· Explain how you achieved the Grade Span Expectation(s) you identified in your proposal.  

VI.  Concluding Remarks

· Conclude your essay with comments regarding the new insights and learning stretch you have gained through the completion of your project.

· How do you feel about your topic based on your new learning?

· How could you use the insights you’ve gained through the project in the future?
· Has the project influenced you to change your lifestyle?  Has it re-affirmed your passion for the topic?  What will you do with your new learning?

Exhibition Presentation Guide

The final phase of your Exhibition is the oral presentation on Exhibition Day. In order to present on Exhibition Day, each student must have a completed, standard-meeting Exhibition Binder and must have had one full practice presentation in front of their Exhibition Teacher or the PBGR Coordinator.  Once these requirements are fulfilled, a student’s name will be forwarded to make a presentation before a panel of judges on Exhibition Day.
Judging panels will be composed of adults from both the faculty and the community at large. Before listening to your presentation, panel members will read through your Exhibition Binder familiarizing themselves with your project. After listening to your presentation, each panel member will judge the quality and validity of your presentation using the standards contained in the Exhibition Oral Presentation Rubric. Please familiarize yourself with the specific requirements of these standards.
In accordance with School Committee policy, you must meet  standard on your Exhibition Presentation in order to successfully  graduate from Lincoln High School. Students who do not achieve proficiency will be allowed to deliver subsequent presentations prior to graduation day in an effort to pass.

Note: Any student enrolled in an Exhibition class who does not present on Exhibition day will receive a zero for their exam grade and will fail the class.  

You are encouraged to use notes to help organize and deliver your presentation as well as emphasize speaking rather than reading your presentation.

Your Exhibition Presentation must:

· Be 8 to 15 minutes long

· Have a recognizable introduction (what is your core question?) and conclusion (what is the answer to your core question?)

· Describe what you did for your Research and Mentor work. Include information about how you decided on your Exhibition project. What insights did you gain from the research and mentor work experiences?

· Explain how your research and mentor work are linked! How did the research and mentor work combine to enhance the understanding of your topic?
· Apply the information you have researched. Identify the problem you sought to solve through your core question.  Explain the plan/solution you devised to solve the problem or the recommendation you believe will help resolve an issue.  Use your research and analysis to justify your solution. Your project should not be a mere report or summary of your research!!!
· Include an audio/visual aid (poster, recording, video, etc.) that will serve to help your audience better understand what you did and what you learned from your Exhibition project. This aid must be integrated into your speech and should not take up to more than two (2) minutes of your time. If your project resulted in an actual product, this product or pictures of the product should be a part of your presentation. (NOTE: PowerPoint presentations are not considered to be audio/visual aids but are rather organizational tools. Original photographs, artwork, videos, etc., may be incorporated into a PowerPoint presentation, however, and these can be considered appropriate audio/visual aids.)

· Include information about how your Exhibition project did/might change your life and/or professional goals.

Student Expectations & Guidelines Form

In accordance with Lincoln School Committee policy and the regulations set forth by the Rhode Island Department of Education, all students of Lincoln High School must successfully complete the Exhibition graduation requirement in order to receive a diploma from Lincoln High School.

The expectations of all students working toward completion of the Exhibition graduation requirement are as follows:

1. A student will only be allowed to present on the scheduled Exhibition days if the

student has completed an Exhibition Binder that meets standard, as determined by the

Exhibition teacher, on all required components (Proposal, Research, Journals, Letters,

Reflective Essay, Mentor Requirements).

2. A student who does not meet the requirements (i.e. Exhibition Binder that meets

standard) to present on the scheduled Exhibition days will receive a failing grade for

the course, will not receive credit for the course, and will be subsequently placed on

Academic Probation (see LHS Student Handbook).

3.  Students who do present on the scheduled Exhibition Days and but their presentation

does not meet standard will be provided an opportunity to present again and achieve

standard.  In the interim, the student will receive an “Incomplete” for the class until

the student successfully completes the Exhibition requirement.

4.  It is the student’s responsibility to meet all deadlines established by the Exhibition

teacher.

5.  Because of the time-intensive nature of the Exhibition process, students will be need

to perform work both outside of school time as well as during their scheduled

Exhibition class.

6. Students are expected to use the time afforded to them in class effectively and

efficiently.  In addition, students will need to arrange their schedules outside of school

accordingly to complete all required assignments.
