MAKEUP WORK: It is your responsibility to get your missed assignments from a classmate or me when you are absent and to complete them by the following school day.  If you know about an absence in advance (doctor’s appointment, athletic event, school trip, etc.), every attempt must be made to complete the work in advance of the absence.
