All work is due at the beginning of the class period.  Anything turned in after that and up to one day late is eligible for half credit only.  After that I will not accept the assignment for a grade.  Computer or printer problems are not an excuse for late work.  All assignments must be recorded in your notebook, a planner, or on a calendar I will provide monthly.
MAKEUP WORK: It is your responsibility to get your missed assignments from a classmate or me when you are absent and to complete them by the following school day.  If you know about an absence in advance (doctor’s appointment, athletic event, school trip, etc.), every attempt must be made to complete the work in advance of the absence.  All make-up privileges will be forfeited if the absence is unexcused.  If you are suspended, no extensions will be given.  When you return to school, all assignments/tests will be completed on the assigned date --- without any extensions.  If you have an appointment with me to make up a test or lab and you fail to show up, you will be penalized 20% on that makeup work for each occurrence.    

 
CLASS WORK: During the course of the year, you will be taking notes from my lectures, doing lab activities, viewing videos, completing worksheets and review sheets, and taking quizzes and tests.
