6. He, of all gospel writers, makes the disciples appear most stupid.

7. Only he tells the story of three wise men visiting the baby Jesus.

8. Only he tells the parables of the Good Samaritan and the Prodigal Son.

9. This gospel has the least amount of Jesus’ preaching.

10. Only he tells the story of the raising of Lazarus from the dead.

11. These two gospels say nothing about the birth, infancy, or childhood of Jesus.

12. He often supplies small details that Matthew and Luke omit from the same stories.

13. He alone says that Jesus gave some fish and bread to seven disciples after he was raised from the dead.

14. Only he tells the story of a Samaritan thanking Jesus for curing him of leprosy.

15. He alone tells the story of Joseph, Mary, and Jesus fleeing to Egypt.

31. Only he tells of Jesus talking to a Samaritan woman at a well.

47. He alone tells the story of the Pharisee who praised God that he wasn’t a sinner.

48. Only in this gospel does Herod Antipas interrogate Jesus the day of his crucifixion.

49. This gospel says that Jesus ate fish after he was raised from the dead.

50. This synoptic gospel emphasizes the importance of prayer in the life of Jesus.
