Introduction Sample 2

Moths are seen flying around outdoor lights at night.  Before starting the project, research uncovered the idea that moths navigate by moonlight.  Thus, a moth trying to fly in a straight line could do so by always keeping the moon to the same side.  This method of navigation would fail for artificial lights, possibly causing the moths to endlessly circle the light source. 

After observing that some outdoor lights are yellow, the inspiration to create a project to determine if moths are more attracted to white light or to yellow light developed.  Based on previously stated research, the hypothesis was that moths would be more attracted to white light; therefore, there should be more moths flying near a white outdoor light than near a yellow outdoor light.
