Attendance/Tardy


If your child is late or absent, please send in a written excuse from either you or your doctor when the child returns to school.  Without an excuse the child’s absence will be considered unexcused.  You may ask the attendance office for a specific number of allowances.

Absentee Work


Your child will have three days to make up any unfinished work.  I ask that you give me a name of someone that will be responsible to pick up your child’s work as it is missed in order to keep your child on task.  Extenuating circumstances will be taken into consideration.

Class Work


Your child will bring home his/her work in their “weekly folder” on Tuesday.  You will need to sign and date the folder and return it to school the next day (Wednesday).  This will let me know that you have been updated on your child’s progress and behavior. 

Homework


I do not send homework on a regular basis.  In an effort to value your family time I will only send home extra work when I feel a skill needs to be reinforced.  However, the children are expected to finish their work on a daily basis.  Any unfinished classroom work or homework will be in your child’s “daily folder” – please check it nightly.  You will find a policy on homework/unfinished work inside your welcome packet.  

Classroom Happenings


I will send a newsletter home in the weekly folders.  This will let you know about special events, upcoming tests, etc.  You will need to keep this for your information.

Snack & Recess Time

Your child will be allowed to purchase concessions or bring in a small snack on Tuesdays and Thursdays during our recess.  This is up to you and your child to prepare for each day … if packing your own, please remember that this is just a snack; something small and easy works best. 

Birthdays


Lets party!  The children get so excited about their birthday and we want to share in that with them.  You may bring cupcakes, small snacks, or such on your child’s special day during our afternoon break.  Please just send me a note or give me a call to let me know what your plans are.  (
Classroom Volunteers

Toys at School


Not a good idea.  I would rather you not allow your child to bring toys or personal items (makeup, purses, billfolds, tech decks, etc.) to school.  These can be a distraction during class time or they could possibly get lost.  If a child does make it to school with such items, and I see them, I will take the item and put it in my desk until the end of the day.  However, from time to time I will allow them to bring outside toys (footballs, etc.) to share with the class or for special assignments.  Don’t worry – I’ll let you know about it first.  

Medications at School


If your child requires medication at any point and time, the meds will be kept in the nurse’s office - check with the nurse on procedures, etc.  Inhalers should be kept at school if your child uses one.
