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   First of all, in light of this topic, I would like to unfold my statement to begin with (1) what is success and then, (2) the most important characters that a person can have to be successful in life.
(1) What is success?
   I like a very succinct explanation on success: Success is doing the things well that you know you should do. Success is not doing the things you know you should not do.

   Many people tend to cast a glamorous hue upon success In fact it needs not to be a very startling thing to be called a success, say, to beat the opponent, to win the first place, to make a fortune, to get a promotion, to write a best seller, etc. More often than not, it's as trivial as to improve a little in one's day-to-day life---to get up earlier, to be more efficient in one's work, to forget an enemy, to help out a stranger, to complete an object, etc. As long as one can do well "what he knows he should do", he is successful.

   I've seen many students become low self-confident, just because they think they cannot accomplish so 'glamorous' a thing to a secular standard.  What a pity! If only they can know a broader denotation on "'success"!
   Besides, success is more than being able to learn the schoolwork well.  It encompasses a great deal more: good social relationship, well-balanced personality, positive mental attitude, etc. 

   As long as an individual set a distinquishing aim and work for it , everyone can embraces the joy of success every now and then. So, it is not single-facet; it is manifold. In addition, just like someone once said that competence is a changeable aspect of development. Success should not be seen as a destination; it is a continuing upward spiral of progress.  A successful person is well aware of these pint, so he (she) will appreciate every " particle' improvement in the process than in the final results, and take credit of his (her) own advances. In other words, he (she) decodes a more judicious interpretation about success and have more positive attitude towards self-evaluation. 

   Secondly, attitudes aside, perhaps the most distinctive feature that differentiates a successful person from an unsuccessful on is that , the former has an unyielding resolution, and bens every effort towards securing this end, while the latter, either has little idea about what he wants or has rather weak perseverance to carry it out. Therefore, in addition to positive attitude, resolution is the most important factor to make one succeed.

   We may say that, resolution is to a man what a compass is to a steamer. Without a compass, a steamer is bound to go astray. How can a person lead to his success without the imperative (primitive momentum) characteristic---the resolution?

   In 1883, a creative engineer named John Roebling thought up an idea to build a bridge connecting Manhattan and Brooklyn. When he proposed this "fantastic" idea to the contemporary bridge-building experts, none of them thought it feasible, and dismissed it as an impossible task.

   However, Roebling didn't give up, he convinced his son, who was then an up-and-coming engineer to work out this project together. They both conquered many technical, financial, workforce obstacles to finally have this building project under construction.

   Unfortunately, only a few months after this project was beginning, a tragic on-site accident killed John Roebling and severely injured Washington, his son, who was so badly brain-damaged that he couldn't walk or move, except move only one of his fingers.

   Everyone thought that the project would have been scraped, since the Roeblings are the only ones who understood how to build the bridge.  Nevertheless, for 13 years, Washington Roebling, with his formidable perseverance and unbending resolution, he ultimately built the spectacular Brooklyn Bridge, with that one ---tapping out to his wife who then instructed the engineers how to construct the bridge.
   In a nutshell, among all advantageous characteristic to contribute success, I advocate a broader attitude towards the meaning of success, a more stress on the process of effort rather than on the final result, and resolution- and-perseverance.

   Although there's always some other ingredients that are found to facilitate one's success, say, intelligence, confidence, trend, enthusiasm, luck and the like, I personally view these three points above as the "first and foremost."
