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Script
Each part of the project should be labeled as fiction or nonfiction.  You will do so as a footnote.  
Footnotes may be marked in different ways.  Next to the title of the piece, you may use a small number 1 or you may use an asterisk (*).  The print is generally smaller than the regular text.   Then at the bottom of the page you will explain if the piece is fiction or nonfiction.   
All pieces will finally be assembled in a report cover/folder.
