Copyright and Fair Use

The law provides that the creator of any original work (text, image, or sound) is its owner, unless he or she grants rights to another person to use his or her material.

[image: image3.wmf]Created original work includes:

· Ideas

· Opinions

· Facts

· Quotations

· images (graphs, photographs, drawings, or other artwork)

· sounds.

Small amounts of another’s original work may be used, if the use does not unfairly deprive him of profit from his work.

Plagiarism is using or copying someone else's original work without giving him or her credit for it.  We call this cheating!
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Giving Credit:

· Whenever we use the original created work of 
  another person, we must give credit to that person.

· The reader should be able to tell easily where we 
  found the information, idea, image, or sound that 
  we used.

Where to Give Credit:

· When we use another person's work within the body of our presentation, we must give credit there.

· We also list the works we cite, use, or consult in a list at the end of the presentation.
