	Strategy
	How To

	Freewriting
	· Write whatever comes to mind, without regard to spelling, grammar, punctuation, usage
· Set challenge times (5 minutes to start)
· Take risks

	Wet-Ink Writing
	· Like freewriting

· Don't lift pen from paper; keep writing

· Write "I can't think of anything" until something comes to mind

· 1-2 minutes

	Trigger Words
	· Teacher gives trigger word
· Students write words, phrases, sentences that come to mind

	Writing Roulette
	· Each student begins a story
· Students pass stories to next person to continue

· When student receives his own story again, he brings it to close

	Sentence Stubs
	· Open-ended sentence fragments for students to finish

	Journals
	· Should not be used as classroom management tool
· Teacher should also write

	Brainstorming
	· List all ideas, regardless of feasibility
· No criticism of ideas is allowed

	Mind Maps / Webbing
	· Graphic organizer with topic in center
· Subtopics branch from topic

· Details branch from subtopics

· Can include pictures, drawing, and cross-connections

	Flowchart
	· To record sequence of events

	Reporter's Formula
	· Who, what, where, when, why, how
· Partner activity

· Students generate questions for partner to answer

· Partners circle best answers and write more questions about those answers

	Drawing
	· Students draw pictures, after reading story, discussing issue, or receiving prompt

	Venn Diagram
	· Overlapping circles

· Used to compare and contrast

	Power Notes / Map
	· Level 1:  Main Idea

· Level 2:  Details

· Level 3:  Sub-Details

	Cartoon Writing
	· Organize writing first by drawing it in cartoon form
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	Questions

	How would you describe it?

	How can you define it?

	What happened next?

	How is this like something else? (compare)

	How is this different from something else? (contrast)

	Do you like this?  Why or why not?

	Is this like anything you've experienced?

	What are the causes?

	What are the effects?

	How did it make you feel?

	How would someone feel under these circumstances?
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
