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Busy Bee of the Week
To help build community in our classroom, each student will take turns being the Busy Bee of the Week.  During the week each that a student is the designated busy bee, there will be an exciting event each day in their honor.  It is a way for students in the class to learn more about each other and each other’s families.  We also encourage parents to take part in some of the Busy Bee of the Week activities.  You will receive a note prior to your child’s week that describes what each day entails.

Monday: Sharing Sack


The weekend before the student is Busy Bee of the Week, a backpack will be sent home with the child.  Students have the weekend to collect special items with which to fill the bag at home and bring it to share with classmates on Monday.  Students can also bring in photos of their choice to share with the class via the bulletin board.

Tuesday: Favorite Book


The Busy Bee of the Week brings in one of his/ her favorite picture books to read to the class (or have Ms. Floyd read) during Reading Workshop time.  

Wednesday: Parent Video Letter


Parents are asked to record a video letter about their child using our classroom flip cam (Don’t worry…I’ll send directions on how to use it!) (.  In your video letter, take some time to tell us little known facts about your child or tell us a neat story.  We will then watch the video in class-what a special way to share in the week’s activities.
Thursday: Snazzy Snack Day

The Busy Bee of the Week will bring in his or her favorite snazzy snack. (See our website for snazzy snack ideas.)  We will then create the snack as a class after lunch to celebrate the week. 
Friday: Busy Bee Friends

The star student is presented with a friendship booklet created by his or her classmates.  The booklet will include the Busy Bee’s picture and compliments and/or letters written by his or her classmates.
