Mardi Gras Inertia Beads

Introduction:

Inertia is a tendency of all objects and matter in the universe to remain still, or, if moving, to continue moving in the same direction unless acted on by some outside force. This constitutes the first law of motion, formulated by the famed English mathematician and astronomer (a scientist specializing in the study of matter in outer space) Isaac Newton (1642-1727). 

Materials:

Mardi Gras Beads, 2 empty bowls or buckets, scissor, and hot glue

Procedure:
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Cut each of the Mardi Gras beads so that each one is a long strand.

2. Twist the ends of each Mardi Gras bead together, forming 1 long strand.
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3. Use the hot glue gun to keep each shorter string connected to the next one in line by dabbing a small amount of hot glue at each twisted together end.

4. Put all the beads in the empty bucket (in order).  Each string cannot overlap to much or it will get tangled on the way out.
5. Give a tug on one end of the long string to get it started and stand back and watch.
