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Education succeeds best when there is a strong partnership and communication between 
home and schools.  As key players in the education of their children, parents are involved 
in developing a policy which will achieve maximum effectiveness in the ties between 
home and school so that children will benefit from their time at school and the services 
provided by the Title I, Part A program.  The parent involvement policy is one that is 
subject to change and revision in order to remain effective in meeting the needs of 
children who live in a constantly changing society.  Parents work together with school 
personnel to achieve such a policy.

3. Requirement:  Provide a description and explanation of the curriculum in use at the 
school, the forms of academic assessment used to measure students’ progress and the 
proficiency levels students are expected to meet. 

 
How Achieved:  Website posting of curriculum documents and explanations; Title I 
Annual Parent Meeting; Meet the Teacher Night prior to the beginning of the school 
year to communicate program descriptions, curriculum descriptions, and academic as 
well as behavioral goals and expectations; and conferences are scheduled with parents 
of all elementary students.
