Lesson 1 – What is a Sentence?

· A sentence is a group of words that expresses a complete thought. 

· In order to express a complete thought, a sentence must tell who or what {noun/subject}. 

· It must also tell what is or what happens {verb/predicate}. 

· A sentence begins with a capital letter and ends with a punctuation mark

Look @ this sentence.:
Lightning flashed in the sky.

Ask yourself.:

Who or what is this sentence about?—Lightning
[noun/subject]

Then ask yourself.:
What’s the action? What is the lightning doing? Or What is? And What 



happens?—flashed
[action verb/verb of being  - predicate]
Sentences (Examples):
A storm was coming.


Sentence Fragments:
Soaked by rain.




Tornadoes are dangerous.

(not sentences)

The first ranger




Joey wrote a book about his life.



Behind the oak tree.




Lanetheia loves to read.




After the lightning.

Lesson 2 – Four Kinds of Sentence

· A declarative sentence tells something. [It ends with a period]



Deserts are dry.
· An interrogative sentence asks something. [It ends with a question mark.]


Are deserts always hot?
· An imperative sentence gives an order (command or request). [It ends with a period.]

Carry the water.
· An exclamatory sentence expresses strong feeling. It ends with an exclamation point.  
How hot it was!
Lesson 3 – Subjects and Predicates
Every sentence has two parts.  
· All the words in the subject make up the complete subject. 
· All the words in the predicate make up the complete predicate. 

	Complete Subject
	Complete Predicate

	The large jet
	carries many people

	Matthew and Weston
	ate all the chips and dips.

	Mrs. Kalich and the girls
	cleaned the desks.

	The Lavaca River
	flows through the prairie land.

	Kaspar Wire Works of Shiner
	employs many people.

· Every complete subject has a simple subject or the main word that tells whom or what the sentence is about.

Lesson 5 – Simple Predicates

· In the complete predicate, the simple predicate is the one main word. It tells what the subject is or does. 

· The simple predicate is also called the VERB.
	Sentence
	The subject is? Or the subject does?
	Simple Predicate

	Jessica told us about the big dog.
	What did Jessica do?--told
	told

	Everyone in the class watched the show.
	What did everyone do?--watched
	watched

	These fish live in the ocean.
	What did the fish do?--live
	live

	Caleb’s family toured China.
	What did the family do?--toured
	toured


Lesson 6 – Subjects in Imperatives

· In an imperative sentence, YOU is always the subject. It is usually not stated in the sentence. We say that YOU is the “understood” subject.
· Remember an imperative sentence gives an order (command or request). [It ends with a period.]

Ask yourself—Who or what is this sentence about?

Examples:

Please bring your camera. (You) is the “understood” subject. Who will bring the camera? (You)
Buy the program at the football game. (You) is the “understood subject. Who will buy the program? (You)
Lesson 7 – Conjunctions

· Words that connect other words or groups of words in a sentence are called conjunctions.


Words such as AND, BUT, and OR are conjunctions.

· Conjunctions can connection two subjects, two predicates, or two sentences.

· Example: Hamburgers and hotdogs are the options for lunch.

· Example: Paige jumps and skips well.

· Example: Alison giggles, and Kelsey screams after hearing the silly joke.

· Conjunctions can connect other words in a sentence.

· Robert ran rapidly, but recklessly.

· Cody did not find any gum or jellybeans.

· Jacob rode the four-wheeler down the driveway and up the hill.

· Use the conjunction that best expresses your meaning.

Lesson 8 – Run-on Sentences 

[Do not smash or cram two sentences together. NEVER! NEVER!]
· A run-on sentence is two or more sentences that are run together with commas or without any punctuation.

· There are two ways to fix a run-on sentence

· Make it a compound sentence by using a comma and a conjunction. (Remember those from above?) 
· Or divide the run-on sentence into two separate sentences.

RUN-ON Sentence:
Craig often walks in mud his boots keep his feet dry.

Fix by making a compound sentence:
Craig often walks in mud, and his boots keep his feet dry.

Fix by making two separate sentences:

Craig often walks in mud. His boots keep his feet dry.
