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Each student is assigned an echo reading word at the beginning of the year. When anyone says their word(s), they repeat the word as loud as they choose or in a funny voice. If the instructor is presenting a direct instruction lesson on the concept, the student may repeat the word many times. Students become familiar with reading vocabulary words, and they remind the teacher to reinforce these reading concepts.
