7th GRADE REGULAR ENGLISH RESEARCH PAPER

The students in 7th grade will soon begin working on this year's research paper.  Research is an important part of the curriculum in the middle school and high school.  The topic is the approved science fair topic.  The paper will be approximately 900 (no more than 1100) words in length.  You can estimate 250 typed words to a double-spaced page.  The following will be needed for the project:

1. trips to the public library to locate, check out, and/or copy source material,

2. a minimum of six sources to include books, magazine articles, newspaper articles, internet articles (limited to three; do  not use Wikepedia or WikiAnswers as a source), and an encyclopedia article (limited to one),

3. 3 x 5 lined, white note cards, a note card box, plenty of loose leaf paper, and a folder to keep all the information organized.

All work is to be done in the classroom.  If you do not meet a deadline date you will receive a zero for that part and you are still expected to turn it in to be checked.  You will receive a grade for the following:  supplies, sources, bibliography cards, preliminary outline, thesis statement, note cards (4-5 daily grades; I will collect 20 cards at a time for daily grades), rough draft (2 test grades), and final copy (2 test grades).  Work will begin on the 21st of November.  Each stage of the paper as well as the rough draft will be graded and the entire project will be a major part of the 2nd and 3rd quarter grades.  Please do not wait until the night before the sources are due to go to the library.  Begin gathering information as soon as your topic is approved by Miss Houston and Mrs. Robb.


You will be required to type the rough draft at home and then download it to the web site turnitin.com.  This will give me the exact word count as well as the percentage of plagiarism.
