FINAL COPY DIRECTIONS
1. Type up the final draft with all corrections.

2. Use fonts 14 or 16.  Double space.

3. Do not use cursive, script, or Old English fonts.

4. Be sure to include the following in your final packet (IN THIS ORDER):

A.  cover sheet with the title, your name, and the date

B. your outline—remember your thesis must be on the 

outline—your title is “Outline”.  This is a clean copy (not the one I already graded) with all corrections made.

C. the paper—your title is what your research is about
D.  works cited—the title is “Works Cited”—remember to follow the directions on doing the works cited page.
5. Number the pages of your paper—follow the direction on how to number the pages.

6. DO NOT USE a paper or plastic folder for your paper…I will paper clip the pages when you come to class.

7. DO NOT include any photographs or pictures.

8. You MUST turn in the typed rough draft (the one where I 

made all the corrections) with your final copy.  I do not need the written copy.

9. Be sure you proofread and spell check everything before you 

submit it to be sure you have corrected all parts and have NO

MISTAKES.

   10.  If you do not have access to a computer, make arrangements


 to do your typing at school in the tech lab or perhaps the


library.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO HAVE
