Open Thine Eyes and Behold the World!
You will write a weekly analysis of a relevant, significant local, state, national or international news or op-ed article. Along with your analysis, you are required to keep and submit a log of each item you use. The criteria are thus:

1. Write an MLA-style bibliography entry for your article (must be at the top of the page). See the OWL site (on “Links” page) for correct format.
2. Use literary present tense (the writer “states,” “asserts,” “claims,” NOT “said,” “used,” etc.)
3. Write your analysis (double-spaced, 12-point font, Times New Roman) to include all the following:
· a BRIEF summary to provide the gist of the article
· identification of RHETORICAL devices used (refer to list)
· Explanation of HOW the devices create meaning or effect
· Explanation of WHY the writer chooses these particular devices
· identification of IRONY and/or SATIRE and explanation of its/their use
· personal response to the language and the message
· brief and well-selected QUOTATIONS to support your analysis
· evaluation of the overall EFFECTIVENESS of the writer to move the audience to accept his or her point of view.

Your analysis may be no longer than one typed, double-spaced, one-inch (all sides) margined page. Obviously, there can be no fluff or wordiness.
Each assignment (and log) is due each Monday, before 9:00 a.m. Because this is a weekly assignment, you will have little room for error (no late assignments).
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
