Climax - A climax is a time when the rising action of the story reaches the highest peak. State a climax that is a critical turning point in the story. Include a phrase that describes the climax in a few words.





Resolution - How was the conflict or problem resolved? How did the resolution of the conflict or problem affect the character or characters? Who or what contributed to the resolution?  





Author’s Message or Lesson - What was the author trying to teach us with this story? Write a phrase that captures the author’s message.
