CURRENT EVENTS
Current Events (CE) will be conducted as follows:
1. For each class, one student will be responsible to bring in four current event articles from the preceding two days.  These will consist of two articles per day.  These articles will come from the Virginian-Pilot newspaper (actual paper or on-line edition).  If there is an article about government on the front page, one of your two articles for that day MUST be from the front page!  (This will hopefully prevent anyone from just searching for small articles).  (    So, of your four articles, two will come from front page articles, (one for each day).
a. For example, if Student A is responsible for CE on Monday, then Student A must bring in two articles from Saturday’s paper and two articles from Sunday’s paper.  If Student B is responsible for CE on Tuesday, then Student B must bring in two articles from Sunday’s paper and two articles from Monday’s paper.  If Student C is responsible for CE on Wednesday, then Student B must bring in two articles from Monday’s paper and two articles from Tuesday’s paper.  
b. The articles can come from either the front section of the paper or the Hampton Roads section of the paper, and each article must be about our national government, our state government, or our local Virginia Beach government.
2. The student responsible for CE on his or her day must fully read all four articles and write a brief paragraph summarizing each article.  These summaries, along with copies of the four articles, will be turned in to me after we discuss them in class.  This will be worth a QUIZ grade.  If a student has an unexcused absence on their CE day, they will receive a ZERO quiz grade.  If the absence is excused, they will be assigned another day.  If you know you’ll be absent on your day, please be kind enough to email me (if you can) so that I can have CE events ready as back-up.
3. On a student’s CE day, the student will stand at the front of the room and summarize each article.  Class discussion and questions will occur after each article.  Mr. Baumann will assist in guiding the class discussions.

4. All other students will take notes on each article.  Every week or every other week the class will have a CE quiz, during which students may use their notes and/or copies of the articles discussed.
