Listening Skills for Latin

LISTENING in class * [Listening Skills Handout]
· Look at the speaker.

· Concentrate on what is being said.

· Answer the question “What did the teacher just say?”

· Tune in to the speaker’s pattern.

· Identify sounds specific to Latin (e.g., “v” sounds like “w,” “-ae” sounds like English long “i,” and so on).

· Be aware of key words, lists, categories, contradictions, guiding words (such as 1st, 2nd, etc.).

LISTENING practice outside of class

· Use media resources which the teacher has identified as good (e.g., podcasts identified in class).

· Record self reading passage or saying vocabulary aloud with the best accent possible.  Then play it back.

· Locate target language conversations, soundfiles, videos on the Internet or at library. 

· Read aloud assignments or written Latin compositions.

· Participate in conversational groups with classmates & others learning Latin.
