1. Students are expected to bring necessary materials (Pen, pencils, textbook, workbook, notebook, etc) to class daily. All students should have a composition note book to take notes.

2. Students are expected to be inside the classroom before the bell rings.

    3. Students should raise their hand whenever they wish to make 

         a statement to the class.

4. Students should not leave their seats without asking the teacher for permission.

5. No chewing of gum or wearing of hats in the classroom is permitted. Students may be asked to clean desks if they chew gum.

6. Make-up-work: Students should consult the teacher regarding
         all missed work. Whenever necessary, students must arrange           

         with the teacher an appropriate time for remedial work.

7. Students are expected to take any Quiz or any Test they missed on the day they come back to school. (except after

a long illness)  

Students should always check the website for the homework  
and for the work done in class.

         In the event of an extended absence, students should check 

         the website to keep up with the work done in class.

8. Clinic/bathroom: The use of these areas should not be abused

and students are expected to utilize these facilities before

the beginning of class only, or only in a case of an emergency.

One student per class will be allowed to go out. (First come first serve). If students need to leave the class after the class work has started they will lose points for their participation.

   9. Evaluations: During the administration of any tests or quizzes, 

       I will expect a policy of “Honesty” to be in effect.

      All students must write the Honor Code and sign their name on   

      their paper, and honor it.

      Students who give or receive assistance in any manner during

      the testing procedure will receive a “Zero” and the incident 

      will be reported.

 10. When students are done with all the corrections of a Chapter 

       Test, the tests will be kept by the teacher and made available 

       again to the students upon request. Students will be able to

       keep all regular quizzes and tests for their own review.
       In French 1, French 2 and French 3, students are advised to 

       take their Workbook home to study for the Chapter Tests.

       Exercises in the Workbook are often used on the Chapter Test.

 11. No food and drinks are allowed in the classroom.

12. Homework: Students are expected to do their homework alone.

      Since Homework in French 2 and French 3 is worth 10% of
      the grade, failure to do homework will reduce the percentage    

      of the homework grade.

      In French 3 Honors, French 4 Honors, French 4 AP

      and French 5 Honors, the homework is worth 5% of the grade.

      Homework is always written on the blackboard in the 

     classroom and on the website. Don’t forget to check it and to 

     write it down in your planner.

13. Participation: Participation in French is a requirement.

      No English should be spoken in class.

      If students participate in class, try to speak French and answer 

      questions in French, they will gain points for their participation.

      If students do not participate in class, do not speak French,     

      speak English and disrupt the class, they will lose points

      for their participation. 

      In French 2 and French 3, 10 % of the grade results from 
      participating in French and from the effort made to speak 

      French.

      In French 3 Honors, French 4 Honors, French 4 AP and French 

      5 Honors, participation is worth 5% of the grade.

14. Help after school: Come for help after school if you need help!      

      do not wait until it is too late! Twenty minutes of help or    

      review may make a difference.
