Introduction: make a statement of fact or a quote

II
Value (V): State your highest value or standard for making your argument

III  
Value Criteria (VC): State the weighing mechanism for your case.  What is the 

basis for your argument?  This is your cornerstone from which you will build your case.

IV
Content (C1, C2, C3, etc.): State one point at a time that supports your V and VC

For example:

Intro: “the sky is blue” quote from …..

V:
A blue sky establishes security

VC:
The color of the sky provides a basic need for humans

C1:
A sky that is not blue will affect the mood of a person negatively
C2:
The sky color will have an impact/affect on a person’s productivity

Studies have shown……
