SOME QUESTIONS TO ASK WHEN VISITING A COLLEGE
Basic Questions
1. What is the freshman retention rate?

2. How many years does it take the average student to complete an undergraduate degree?

3. Is the campus wireless?  If not, what areas is it available?

4. How big is your library database?  How many other campus libraries are you linked with?

5. Can you describe your security practices here on campus?

6. Do you have a study abroad program?  If so, which countries?  Do I need to be proficient in a language to participate in the program?

7. What support services do you offer? (i.e. tutoring, term-paper reviews, etc.)

Major Specific Questions
1. Is an internship part of the curriculum?

2. If so, are any of them paid internships?

3. Who are these internships with?

4. Are your professors active in their current field? (professors more than 5 years from the trenches could be out of touch with current methods and practices)

5. Is there a Master’s degree available?  

6. Do you have a 5-year program which grants me my Master’s?  If yes, do I earn a Bachelor Degree as well, or go straight to a Masters?

Observations
· quality of dorms, furniture, what is provided in the room

· quality of the food in general (sample some if possible)

· maintenance of property and buildings

· Do people seem happy to be there?

· Can you visualize yourself on this campus?
