Course Goals:             To develop proficiency in the skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing in Spanish.

 

To gain knowledge in Spanish culture, history, and daily activities.

 

To increase vocabulary in Spanish using discussion, videos, and lectures.

 

Your success in this course will depend upon the following things:

 

   

         1 – Attendance:  It is extremely important in a foreign language course that students attend class and are on time everyday. We spend much of class time using the language, so absences always affect the performance and, consequently, the student’s grades. 

 

2 – Organization:  Please purchase a binder and keep all of your Spanish materials together.  Organization is a key element of success.  I return quizzes and chapter tests promptly for corrections and take them back to be kept on my files.  Bring your notebook, folder, textbook, and workbook to class daily.  I will not allow you to go to your locker, so come to class prepared everyday.

 

3 – Risk taking and class participation:  It is important that you take risks using Spanish. Don’t be afraid or embarrassed of making mistakes when participating in class. This is how you will achieve better fluency. Each student must be prepared for class daily in order to master the lesson of the day.  Adequate time should be spent on homework for reinforcement of that day’s lesson.  It is imperative that students be prepared every day as each day’s lesson builds upon what was learned the day before.

 

Grading Policy:  The grade you will receive each quarter is composed of your class participation (including attendance), quizzes, chapter tests and homework.

 

            1 – Class Participation (20%):  This is a subjective grade, which depends upon my perception of your participation in class.  If you actively participate, raise your hand, take risks, ask questions, participate fully in group activities, and do your homework daily, you will receive the maximum in class participation.

 

            2 – Quizzes (30%): There will be at least one quiz weekly, sometimes more.  Quizzes may be unannounced.  Missed quizzes should be made up the next day.  Quizzes taken more than one day late incur a 10% penalty.  The total of all quizzes will be averaged and then converted into a percentage.

 

            3 – Chapter Tests (40%):  There will be a test at the end of each chapter.  These tests will be announced.  Missed testes taken late incur a 10% penalty.  For all absences, the student is responsible for obtaining their missed assignments, tests, quizzes, etc. in order to receive credit.  Mitigating circumstances such as illness or death in the family will receive special consideration at the department’s discretion.

 

            4 – Homework (10%):  You will receive a daily homework assignment.  Spot-checking of homework will occur each day.  No partial credit for incomplete or late homework will be given.  Missed homework due to illness is due the day immediately after the student returns.

 

The above mentioned areas of evaluation (1,2,3 and 4) will be averaged to arrive at a percentage.  The percentage will then equate into a letter grade corresponding to the Paul VI grading scale.  This grade will be the quarter grade.
