Known Author
Author introduced
Wordsworth stated that Romantic poetry was marked by a "spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings" (263). 
Author not introduced
Romantic poetry is characterized by the "spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings" (Wordsworth 263). 
Author introduced with paraphrase
Wordsworth extensively explored the role of emotion in the creative process (263).
Unknown Author – Use title in the citation
We see so many global warming hotspots in North America likely because this region has “more readily accessible climatic data and more comprehensive programs to monitor and study environmental change . . . ” (“Impact of Global Warming” 6).
Side Note: The periods are bolded and 20 point font only to emphasize that they go AFTER the parentheses (the citation should be part of your sentence). DO NOT bold or resize the periods in your paper.
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Side Note: The in-text citation should match whatever is listed first for its corresponding source on the Works Cited page. For example the in text citations for these sources would be (Aristotle), (Burke), (“The Impact of Global Warming”), (Miller), (Wordsworth). Please include the page number where applicable as shown in the in text citation examples on the previous pages.  

Also, be sure to alphabetize your Works Cited page by what is listed first in the citation. 
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Side Note: Do not forget to put thesis at the top of the page. Use complete sentences.
