· Unit 9: Civil War and The Gilded Age Literature ( “An Occurrence at Owl Creek Bridge,” “A Mystery of Heroism,” “The Gettysburg Address,” excerpt from The Autobiography of Mark Twain, and “Story of an Hour” 
· Unit 10: The Great Gatsby ( F. Scott Fitzgerald’s The Great Gatsby
· Unit 11: Their Eyes Were Watching God ( Zora Neale Hurston’s Their Eyes Were Watching God
In order to succeed, you must be familiar with:

· The author, setting, and genre of each text 

· The characters of each text

· The themes of each text
· The background/historical information of each text

You should also thoroughly review your all of your class notes and notes on prior test questions taken during exam review days.
