The Crucible Research Paper Reminders
1. Titles such as The Crucible should be italicized.

2. There should be at least one in text citation for each source listed on the Works Cited page.

3. Long quotations (at least four lines) should be in MLA format. 

Example: 

According to Miller:

Proctor was a farmer in his middle thirties. He need not have been a partisan of any faction in the town, but there is evidence to suggest that he had a sharp and biting way with hypocrites. He was the kind of man – powerful of body, even-tempered, and not easily led – who cannot refuse support to partisans without drawing their deepest resentment. In Proctor’s presence a fool felt his foolishness instantly – and a Proctor is always marked for calumny therefore. (175)

4. Unless a long quotation, the citation is part of your sentence thus the period goes after the parentheses. Example: “….” (Miller 187).  

5. If the quote ends in a question mark or an exclamation point the citation should look like this: “…?” (Miller 188).  Or “…!” (Miller 209).

6. Everything should be in MLA format!! When in doubt see examples on my website or refer to your Rules for Writers book. 

7. Do NOT use first person (I, we, you, ours, me) 
8. DO use third person 

9. Use past OR present tense – NOT both. 

10. Avoid “to be” verbs, slang, unnecessary words and using “get” and “got”

11. A Works Cited page is REQUIRED!!! Remember – it should be alphabetized, double spaced and have hanging indentions. Be sure that it is attached to your final paper when you turn in the hard copy and when you submit to turnitin.com

12. The signature page of your packet must be submitted with your final draft. Be sure to keep your thesis statement, topic, outline and rough draft for future reference but don’t submit it with the paper. 

13. Look at the editing checklist and double check your work. I know it sounds strange but the best way to check for grammar, content and flow problems in your paper is to READ IT OUT LOUD TO YOURSELF. You know better than anyone else what you want it to say and how it should sound and can change it accordingly. 

Final Draft is due in class on Monday December 13 and must be submitted to turnitin.com by midnight that night.
