SECOND QUARTER 
MEETING WITH FATHER JAFFE

Students must meet with Father Jaffe at some point during the Second Quarter.   Students must bring the following to their meeting with Father:

· the complete, typed Works Cited page for their Final Paper – (i.e., the seven sources that they intend to use for their Final Paper);

· the actual passages and/or citations that they intend to use from the Bible, the Catechism, and the Church document that they have selected, along with a brief explanation as to why they have selected each one of them - (each of these three sources is mandatory);
· an outline of their Final Paper from beginning to end – (i.e., a brief synopsis of how they actually intend to present and to resolve the major arguments relevant to the topic that they have chosen).
Father Jaffe will assign students a grade based upon the quality of what they present to him, along with their degree of preparation.  The grade assigned by Father will count as a Test Grade that will be averaged into students’ other Test Grades for the Second Quarter.  Students who fail to see Father by the date that he designates will receive a zero as their Grade for this particular Test.
In order to facilitate this mandatory meeting with Father Jaffe, Father will post a list of times available to meet with him. He will post this list in the Campus Ministry Office next to the Chapel on Monday, September 12th.  Students will be accommodated on a first-come/first served basis.  Father will offer time slots both during the school day, as well as after school.  If students choose to meet with Father during the school day, they can only sign up for times that occur during their assigned lunch, Study Hall, or Apologetics class.  If they come to see Father during one of their other class periods, they will receive a zero as their Test Grade, along with a detention for cutting one of their other classes.   
Students must obtain a pass for their meeting with Father from their Apologetics teacher.  Students must also actually sign up for this meeting with Father in pen (not pencil); they may not just show up at Father’s office without having made a prior appointment.
