During the 2008-09 school year teachers, parents, 
administrators and other representatives were col-
laboratively involved in the development of the stra-
tegic plan which encompasses our district improve-
ment plan.

Additionally, the district must reserve at least ten per-

Annual AHERA notification  

In 1986, Congress passed the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response 
Act (AHERA).  This required schools to be inspected to identify any 
asbestos containing building materials.  All Richland School District 
buildings were inspected and suspected materials were sampled, tested, 
and rated according to condition and potential hazard.  Every three years, 

RSD is required to re-inspect the buildings to determine if any known or 
suspected asbestos containing building materials (ACBM) has changed, 
and to make recommendations on managing or removing the ACBM.  
During the last re-inspection, conducted December 29, 2007, all materi-
als listed in the asbestos management plan as asbestos containing were 
inspected and found to be in good condition.  Additional information on 
asbestos-related activities, and the availability of the asbestos manage-
ment plans, is included in the annual notification letter posted on the RSD 

website at http://www.rsd.edu/health/asbestos-management.html

Dear Families: 

In an effort to keep parents and community members informed 
of important issues affecting our school district, this letter  is writ-
ten to explain Richland School Districtôs status with regard to 
student achievement. In September, all districts in Washington 
State were notified of their status in relation to federal legislation 
known as ñNo Child Left Behind Act of 2001ò (NCLB). This status, 
called ñAdequate Yearly Progressò (AYP), is a key part of NCLB. 
AYP is an annual determination of whether schools, districts, and 
states have made progress toward the goal of having all stu-
dents meet or exceed state standards in reading and math as 
well as meet targets for test participation, unexcused absences 
and graduation rates. Washingtonôs statewide assessment, the 
Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) serves as a 
major factor in calculating AYP in Washington State.
