Welcome back!  I hope all of you had a blessed Christmas and Happy New Year.  It was great to return to school on Tuesday and get back to our regular routines in 2nd grade.  The students came back well rested, smiling, and happy!  Thank you so much for the amazing Christmas gift.  I already spent my money at the Bellevue Collection and was happy to tell the salesperson about which the thoughtful and generous gift was from!

In math we began a new chapter on counting coins!  All the students are excited to be working money.  It is a great idea to have your child count your change in your wallet or make different combinations of change.  Reviewing at home will help your child greatly.

  During centers the 2nd graders had the opportunity to write about their vacations and draw a picture to go with their description.  They are excited to share these writing samples with their classmates.  They also made step-by-step directions for something they like to do.  Some chose to write directions on things like how to ride a bike and how to make a peanut butter and jelly sandwich.  They also began memorizing our January poem and practiced their spelling words.  Please continue to encourage your child to read each night for at least 15 minutes, either to themselves or out loud.  It is important that they build the skills now to become lifelong readers; soon we will be asking each 2nd grader to begin reading 20 minutes each night.


In Religion we are beginning to learn about the seven sacraments.  We are going to take a close look at each of the sacraments and make a special book that will help us remember what is important about each.


In science we learned that mixtures of solid particles can be separated with a screen and that solid materials come in all shapes and sizes!  We are moving towards finishing our unit on solids and liquids.


Yesterday we spent time discussing goals and they turtles set goals for themselves in 2nd grade.  Some of them wrote things like, “I am going to slow down and do my best handwriting on all my work or I am going to focus and sit still on the carpet when my teacher is giving direction.”  As we begin a new year together I think it is a great idea to reflection all of the things we are doing well but also put some thought into the areas we can improve.
