Excitement continues to grow in second grade as each day brings us closer to Halloween.  Please remember that your child should come to school on Monday, October 31st in free dress and is ready to easily slip their “appropriate” costume on over their clothes.  Our classroom party will begin at about 2:00 pm and last until the end of the day.   Many thanks to all that are making our Halloween party possible this year.  The students are incredibly excited for the celebration and are looking forward to a fun and memorable afternoon.

During literacy centers the turtles were busy creating their own jack-o-lanterns and writing a description of their creation.  They also wrote sentences and underlined the predicate in each sentence.  Our story of the week is about a brother and sister that took a trip to a museum.  The turtles enjoyed reflecting on a trip they have taken to a museum, zoo, or other famous place.  I am encouraging them to use many details in their writing to make their descriptions vivid and exciting.


In math we continuted to add two-digit numbers.  We learned the three steps that are crucial when adding.  Step 1 add the ones column.  Step 2 decide if we need to regroup and step 3 add the tens.  This is a difficult concept but the more we practice the better at it we will get.


During social studies we discussed the differences between cities, states, countries and continents.  We practiced writing our school address.  Please encourage your child to memorize their home address!  During science continued our investigation of solid objects and compared objects while playing a fun game!  
 

 In religion we discussed Psalms and even created our own prayer that we sang to the tune of, “Row, Row, Row Your Boat.”  We talked about the different ways we praise God.  Students shared how they pray silently, with others, and through song.

During writer’s workshop we focused on writing about a small moment in our life.  We also discussed when we start a new piece we first choose a topic, plan our writing, draw pictures, and the last step is to add the words.  Today your child is bringing home all of the writing they have done during writer’s workshop so far this year.  It is amazing to see how much their writing has improved since the beginning of the year.
