Fall has arrived and the weather has changed!  Please be sure your child brings a raincoat to school each day (even if it is sunny).  We go outside in most weather so the students must be prepared.  Thank you for supporting your child with their homework packets.  It is evident that they are practicing their spelling words at home by the scores on their spelling tests! 


Our story of the week is titled, Henry and Mudge.  The students enjoyed reading the story about a lonely little boy that dreamed of having a brother or sister.  Instead his parents gave him a dog-named Mudge.  During literacy centers students wrote a letter to a friend, created three silly sentences, practiced their spelling words, read with a partner, and completed a special activity on the computers.   Our class has successfully memorized their poem for the month of September.  It is titled “Schooltime” and I am sure your child would enjoy reciting it to you!


In math we completed chapter 1, reviewed what we had learned and completed an assessment on Tuesday.  In the next couple weeks we are going to review chapters 2 and 3 which focus on adding and subtracting to 18.  

During religion we discussed the Holy Trinity and the differences between God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  We even illustrated and described each part of the Holy Trinity to help us better understand.  

In social studies we are learning about neighborhoods and the differences between cities and suburbs.  

Writer’s Workshop has become a wonderful time of our day.  The students are writing about things that are important to them. This week we have been focusing on strategies to use when we aren’t sure how to spell a word!  

Next week is ITBS testing.  ITBS stands for Iowa Test of Basic Skills. We will be testing in the morning for 1-2 hours a day. You do not need to do any special preparation for the testing, but please make sure your child gets a good night’s sleep, a healthy breakfast, and arrives at school on time!
