There are activities you must complete for chapter 29.  The activities should be done on plain computer paper, the back of scrap paper, or on loose-leaf paper.  

1. Create Sensory Figures.  Choose four people from sections one and three and one person from sections two and four (five total sensory figures).  Create a sensory figure of each.  A sensory figure should include a color picture of the person with 5-10 facts about that person surrounding the figure.  Due on 5/4.
2. Create an illustrated Dictionary.  You need to choose 10 terms from sections one and three (10 total).  Each entry in your dictionary should include a small picture (color) to illustrate the term as well as a definition.  Due on 5/6.
3. Create an Illustrated Timeline.  Choose fifteen events from the chapter.  Place them on a timeline.  Each event should include a small color picture and a brief description of the event.  Due on 5/9.
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
