WWI Video

It’s video time again!  This unit’s video: Topics from WWI in 90 Seconds.  Using the Flip Camera and the same style as our previous videos, you and your partner must give an overview of your topic about WWI in 90 seconds.  The viewer of the video should be able to get a basic understanding about your topic from viewing your video.  You must do outside research about your topic to include in your script.  The outside research must be handed in to me when we film the videos.  All scripts and props must be approved before you are allowed to film.  Don’t forget a title slide!  Only one topic in regards to WWI will be allowed per group in the 8th grade.

The filming process will be the same as in the past.  Once the camera starts, we keep rolling!  Remember what worked and didn’t work in the other videos we created this year.  Since the video assignment is being given to you at the start of the chapter, you will be able to work on preparing it during our study of the chapter.  This will give you plenty of time to create/find well-done props and to write a well-written script!  For that reason, you will not have as much time to prepare in the days directly before we film.  You will be given 2 class periods to prepare before we film.  You will be given small amounts of time periodically during our study of WWI in class to work.  Once again, I suggest working together in class on the script so that you are both experiencing and sharing that important task together.  Creating props can be done individually at home for homework.
