· Glogs are intended for school use only.

· Student Glogs are private.

· Each teacher and all of his students are connected as friends-no other friends are allowed. 

· Please do not change your nickname or password-don’t lose them.

· I have access to all accounts.

· You must use the site appropriately.

· Any student misusing the Glogster account will be removed from it.

The first Glog you are going to make will be about a U.S. President.  You will each be assigned a President to make a poster about.  Here are the guidelines for the poster:

· Name of the President.

· President # (Ex: Obama is the 44th).

· Date of birth and death date (where applicable).

· Years of Presidency (Ex: 2001-2008).

· Jobs before being President.

· Where was he born and raised?

· Three accomplishments or important facts.

· 3-4 pictures of the President and related to his life.

· Minimum of two graphics from Glogster.

· Bibliography of sources you used.

· Optional: 1 sound or video clip.

Be creative, but be accurate and clear in displaying your information. Be appropriate.  Be prepared to experiment as you create your first Glog.  You can experiment with the graphics, text, images, video, sound, glog wall, and page wall.  You can choose to use things from their site, search the web, or even create your own sound and video clips!  Always remember to make sure the items you are using from the Internet are accurate and able to be used.  Sources must be cited on your glogs!
