What do we do in homeroom?

Mon-Thu: 

We read silently, according to the SSR (Student-selected Reading) guidelines (Books, comic books, not: Textbooks, magazines, newspapers).
Short Tuesdays: 
Announcements, reading is optional

Fridays: 

Activities run by the link-crew leaders; School TV program; 
Other: 


Teacher-initiated, according to time and goals. 

What is the role of the teacher?
Monitor students’ behavior, but more importantly – advise students individually as needed.

What are the requirements to get a “PEE” in homeroom?

On a typical day, the student will earn 5 points if he/she 
· Entered class on time.

· Listened to the morning announcements quietly.

· Read a personal book independently.

· Left classroom clean and in order.

PEE means that the student earned at least 5 points each day of the grading period.

Absent? Earn those points back by showing me proof of clearance from the attendance office. 
Behavioral Expectations:

Act respectfully -
a. Respect other students (No put downs! Be considerate of others!)

b. Respect your teacher (follow any directions, explain yourself properly, be HONEST)
c. Respect the class (e.g. clean up, no iPod, cell phone, no food. Drinking is allowed) 
Is doing homework allowed instead of reading?

In principle – no. Homework, as assigned, should be done at home. Doing homework in class will reduce 2 points for that day. 

However, exceptions may include particular homework assignments that many students had difficulty with and would like to work on collaboratively. This must be approved by the teacher (me..). But remember: Do your OWN work!
How can I make up points that I lost earlier?

Other ways to gain points are doing helpful things for the class or for the school. For example: Cleaning the class, organizing books, distributing and collecting papers, representing class in committees, helping with charity, initiating a class activity, other, teacher-approved actions.
Note: At the end of each month, students that earned the three highest numbers of points will raffle a desirable treat! 

Also note: If you nag me for extra homeroom points, you won’t get them!

What is the Tardy Policy?
Being tardy for homeroom, meaning entry to the class any time (even one second!) after the tardy bell, will grant your child with a lunch detention in my class, and a zero for the day. Detentions must be served on the day they were given, or in the following day. Failure to serve detentions will result in further consequences, such as school detention, parent contact, and last – suspension from class. 
When am I allowed to leave the classroom?
· When teacher has clearly dismissed the class

· When your desk and area around is clean; Your book is neatly placed on the shelf (or in your bag), Your desk is back to its marked position.
