Dear Circle View Families,

How important is attendance?

Any teacher will tell you that there is a direct correlation
between school attendance and student performance. This statement
is confirmed by the National Forum on Education Statistics that
maintains, “Regular attendance is essential to providing students with
opportunities to learn, and these opportunities are limited when
students do not attend school” (2009). Teachers teach something new
everyday and the discussions, questions and answers that were
generated through the teaching process can not be duplicated. These
discussions, lessons and experiences are vital to the academic growth
of every child. In addition, if they are not in class to ask questions.

Falling behind in their academics is a real risk.

Attendance patterns begin early in a student’s school career.
Students who develop good attendance practices are more likely to
continue them throughout their life. As parents you can do several
things. First, let your child know that it is his/her job to go to school.
That unless they’re sick, they must go to school. Try to schedule
routine dentist and doctor appointments after school hours. If possible,

take family vacations during school breaks.

Also, set a regular time for doing homework and for bedtime.
Students who do not get enough sleep or have not finished their
homework are more likely to say that they do not feel well.

Recently, we identified cases of head licelassrooms at Circle View. Although the problemas severe,
we want to help prevent this situation from esdagpt Some parents have expressed concern absut thi
situation. We want you to know that we have baégetly checking classrooms; in an effort to ssrdor
lice and notify parents if their child has beereaféd.

Please remember lice cuts across all soci@mmngroups. The presence of head lice does natatelpoor
hygiene or lack of care and should not cause arbaermssment. In an effort to curb this problens it
important for you as the parent to check your ¢hildir on a regular basis.

Guidelines to assist you in checking your childLice eggs (called nits) look like tiny yellow, taor brown
dots before they hatch. Lice lay nits on hair gheliose to the skin’s surface. Nits look sorlikéd dandruff,
only they can not be removed by brushing or shatheg off. You can check for lice or nits by pagtiyour
child’s hair into small sections and checking foeland nits on the scalp, behind the ears, andhdrthe nape
of the neck.

Treatment:

Purchase an anti-lice shampoo and after shampaaiaggood light, remove by hand each tiny egg ftben
hair. A fine tooth comb will help, but it won't gghem all. This step is very important becausesiiampoo
does not always kill the eggs left on the hairhe€k_dailyfor nits and remove. Wash any clothing, sheets,
pillowcases, combs and brushes, etc. used by Yyuolar recently in very hot water and dry on hot eytr at
least 20 minutes.. Do not share combs, brusheg|$ohats, jackets, and pillows. Any items thatw@amable to
be washed or dry cleaned such as dolls, stuffedalsj etc. should be placed in a well-sealed ldstg for
two weeks. For items such as furniture, carpetd,maattresses that may have been exposed to dicaumn
well and/or use an anti-lice spray. As a precatibe anti-lice shampoo will need to be repeated-10 days.
And check every other family member often and trieateded.
