
2.Austria, Russia, and Sweden had joined with Britain to form the



“Third Coalition” shortly before Trafalgar




a.Napoleon had assumed the Italian crown which caused




Alexander I (R) and Francis II (A) to fear N’s further interests



3.In December of 1805 Napoleon trounced the Austrians and Russians



in the Battle of Austerlitz




a.The Third Coalition collapsed




*b.Abolished many tiny German states and the HRE




*c.Established the “German Confederation of the Rhine,” a union




     15 states—named himself “protector”



4.Napoleon’s control of western Germany alarmed Prussians who 



mobilized but were defeated at Jena and Auerstadt




a.Joined by the Russians but to no avail




***b.Napoleon negotiated with Alexander—treaties of Tilsit; 




     Prussia lost half its population and Russia accepted N’s




     reorganization of western and central Europe



***5.Increasingly Napoleon saw himself as emperor of Europe, not just 



      France




a.Three parts: core—Belgium, Holland, parts northern Italy, much




Germany east of the Rhine; second part—dependent satellite 




kingdoms (placed family members on thrones); third part—indep.



            but allied states of Prussia, Austria, and Russia


E.The general plan was to abolish feudalism and establish Napoleonic type laws, 


but the need to put France’s prosperity and the need to fortify his power base led


to oppressive taxes



1.Napoleon was seen more as a conquering tyrant than a liberator




a.French rule stimulated nationalism




b.In 1808 Spainish Catholics, monarchists, and patriots 




rebelled; continued a guerilla war from hills



***2.Napoleon had established the “Continental System” blocking Britain



       from engaging in commerce on the continent




a.France suffered more from Britain’s naval blockade

Note: Sea Power


******F.Napoleon decided to invade Russia in 1812 with an army of 600,000




1.About 1/3 French, the rest drafted from satellites





a.Probably largest army assembled at that time




2.Instead of wintering in the Russian city of Smolensk after victory




N. decided to move on to Moscow





a.Alexander did not surrender; used “scorched earth”





tactics




3.Battle of Borodino bloody…ended up a draw





a.More Russian retreat




4.Alexander ordered evacuation of Moscow and burned part of it




****5.After five weeks in the abandoned city N. ordered a retreat





a.Winter set in early; N’s army starving, freezing, …they





were cut to pieces by Alexander’s army






a.370,000 dead; 200,000 captured




6.Napoleon raced back to Paris


G.Napoleon could have held his throne if he had accepted Prince Klemens von 


Metternich’s offer of France cut down to historical size, but he refused



1.The Fourth Coalition—Prussia, Russia, Austria, Britain defeated him 



at the battle of Liepzig (1813) and after he abdicated, gave him the island 


of Elba as his own state with 



2 million francs a year to be paid by France


H.The allies restored the Bourbon monarchy with Louis XVIII (r. 1814—1824)


who accepted many of the revolutionary changes (Constitutional Charter similar 


to 1791 but with fewer people voting for the resurrected Chamber of Deputies)



1.Napoleon took advantage of diplomatic tensions in Vienna and political



unrest in France




a.Made a daring escape in February of 1815




b.Made an appeal to his officers and soldiers who responded to his




call; Louis XVIII fled (He was old, ugly, suffered from gout—N.




was charismatic, gallant, and had “presence”)




c.Called the “Hundred Days”



*****2.The British and the Prussians joined forces in Belgium and 


defeated Napoleon in one of the most famous battles of history—



“Waterloo”




a.The British were led by the Duke of Wellington and the 




Prussians by Gerhard von Blucher

“The nearest run thing you ever saw in your life”  Wellington



3.Napoleon defeated June 18, 1815; abdicated June 24th



a.Sent to St. Helena




b.Died in 1821 (poisoned?)

The Peace Settlement and…the Rollercoaster



      (France During the Bourgeois Century)

I.The triumph of the conservative monarchies of Russia, Prussia, Austria, and Great Britain (special note on Br.) left many international questions 

unanswered.


A.Settled at the Congress of Vienna—objective: construct a 


settlement that would last and not sow the seeds of another war



1.France: boundaries of 1792, restoration of Bourbon dynasty,



no war reparations


B.The “Great Powers”—Austria, Prussia, Russia, Britain used the


“Balance of Power” system to settle their disputes at the Congress V.



1.Arguments during the Congress when Russia wanted a 



restored Polish Kingdom (under his rule) and Prussia wanted



to absorb Saxony to the south.



2.This was too much for Castlereagh and Metternich; P & R



backed down—balance of power at work




a.Vocab: “balance of power,” “Great Powers,” 




“Concert of Europe,” “Conservativism v. Liberalism,”




“the Dual Revolutions” (Later term-Hawbsbaum),



3.Talleyrand—schrewd…represents France; gains from 



Divisions within the Congress (signs secret alliance against



R & P).



*4.Napoleon escapes and rules France for a short time;



  After Waterloo, Louis XVIII returns and France treated



  relatively mildly.  Why?  Within balance of power system



  France needed to regain “Great Power” status

a. System lasted long into the 19th C. and 

settled many crises

********C.Under Metternich’s leadership, Austria, Prussia, and Russia 


          launched a crusade against the ideas and politics of the dual 



revolution 



1.Stopped movements in Spain and southern Italy



2.Most effective in central Europe where 38 German states



Followed the Carlsbad Decrees—root out liberal ideas in



universities and press




a.Created spy system to root out liberal or radical




organizations.

II.Louis XVIII ruled under the Constitutional Charter of 1814 which was presented as a “gift” to the people while really being a response to liberal pressures.


A.Bicameral legislature, artistic and intellectual freedom



1.But, not really democratic—aprx 100,000 males (pop 30mil)



voted for deputies who, along with the king and his ministers



made laws




a.They were, howver, diverse group—ex-revolutionaries,




businessmen, professionals, aristocrats, Bourbons,




and Bonapartists




b.Louis refused conservatives cry to return to ancien 




regime


B.Louis died 1824…brother Charles crowned Charles X in an 


extravagant medieval ceremony at Rheims.



1.Very reactionary—blocked by deputies, he tried to launch



a coup in July of 1830 stripping bourgeois of their voting 



rights and censoring the press




a.Encouraged by the haute bourgeois, the people of




Paris rose up and Charles fled (the “Three glorious days)




**b.Then they [haute bourg] put Charles’ cousin




   Louis Philippe, duke of Orleans on throne

C.Louis Philippe accepted the Constitutional Charter of 1815, adopted the tricouleur flag, and admitted that he was just the “king of the French people”


A.Under the surface, however, the vote was only extended to 170,000


and the entrenched notable elite gained power



1.Old aristocracy retreated to the provinces to their estates



**2.The people of Paris were disappointed and bitter

***III. Thy Revolutions of 1848—upheaval across Europe


A.Tense period—famine Ireland 45/46, bad harvests and high food


prices on the continent, unemployment in cities



1.Abortive Polish rev. in northern Austria 1846, civil war



between conservatives and radicals in Switzerland, armed



uprising in Naples…precursors


B.Louis Philippe’s “bourgeois monarcy” refused to enact social 


legislation—period of corruption and self-interest in govt



1.Barricades went up Feb, 22, 1848; common people 



had had enough of monarchy

**a.Proclamed  a provisional republic; drafted constitution for France’s Second Republic



2.Universal male suffrage, freed slaves in all Fr. Colonies,



abolished death penalty, ten-hour workday in Paris


***C. Period of new ideas—socialism (proto-soc) seen as alternative



to capitalism and a way to create a noncompetitive social order;



1.This would be the beginning of a factor in European history



that would grow and grow and change the trajectory of 



Western Civilization



2.Louis Blanc and the “republican socialists” wanted to deal



with the worsening economic depression and unemployment




a.Created “national workshops”—govt public works 




projects




b.Grew rapidly to 120,000 with many more on there




way to join




c.Bulk of population frightened by the socialist 




revolutionary stance—in election: 500 moderate




republicans, 300 monarchists, 100 radicals



**3.Fearing that their hopes of a socialist state would be dashed



   the radicals and lower orders of Paris invaded the 



   Constituent Assembly and tried to proclaim a socialist state




a.In June, govt. dissolved workshops



***4.Spontaneous violent uprising.  Three days (“June Days)



of fighting; army under General Louis Cavaignac smashed



them—more than 10,000 dead or woulnded


B.In place of a democratic republic the CA. wrote a new constitution


with a strong executive



1.Louis Napoleon (nephew) won a landslide victory in the 



Election 1848




a.Appeal of his name and desire of propertied classes




for stability led to a semi-authoritarian regime
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IV. Same year revolutions broke out in Austria and Prussia


A.News of revolution sparked uprisings in Austria and Prussia

V. Louis Napoleon elected to a four-year term (President); thought the nation needed a leader who represented all the people.  Thought parliaments

and parties too divisive


A.When a conservative National Assembly refused to change the 


Constitution so he could run for a second term, he conspired with


key army officers to seize power in a coup  d’etat



1.Some resistence, but crushed by army



2.Restored universal suffrage (male)



3.Plebiscite asking French people to validate his actions; they



Overwhelmingly (92%) make him pres for ten years; year 



Later they make him hereditary emperor (97%)


B.Nap III’s “Second Empire” focused on economics and was


successful for a time—railroads, finance, massive public works,


right workers to form unions and strike



1.Rebuilt Paris—Baron von Haussman (show pics)




a.Double bonus—modern capital, urban renewal,




and wide boulevards to prevent barricades




b.Wanted Paris to be the envy of the world



2.Gradually his electoral system (using govt to promote election



of Bonapartists) weakened




a.Granted a more liberal constitution 1870



**3.Had become more liberal (even leaned further left) and



promoted economic expansion and modernization




a. Wanted to be known as a “social engineer”




b.Railroads expanded—3,000 to 16,000 km




c.Mines, steamships, Suez Canal




d.Credit Mobilier—which invested in public projects



4.Foreign policy: see aiding Austria, involvement Papal States,



involvement with Mazzini  and Risorgimento, Vietnam,

China, Korea, and…




a.Wanted influence in N. America, so put Austrian




Prince Maximilian on throne in Mexico (supporting




conservatives; President Benito Juarez eventually




Victorious; NIII had edged towards supporting




Confederacy and used U.S. Civil War as opportunity




to defy the Monroe doctrine and interfere Mexico




b.When war over, US sent republicans arms; Max 




executed

C.Meanwhile, Otto von Bismarck (*see section Bismarck) felt that a war with France would 


Drive the German states into his arms; France obliged…nominally 


about dynasty in Spain
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1.France wanted to teach Prussia a lesson; France trounced



at the Battle of Sedan

****a.German empire proclaimed in the hall of mirrors (1871); ***France had become (once again) most powerful army on continent under NIII—Now Germany!




         b.France lost Alsace and Lorraine




****c. “Feudalization of German bourgeoisie”

VI. France divided once again—The patriotic republicans proclaimed the Third Republic in Paris refuse to admit defeat.


A.Defended Paris living off rats, pigeons, cats, and zoo animals.



1.Starved into submission by Germans (1871)


**B.National elections: large majority of conservatives and


    monarchists won; leaders had no choice but to surrender 


    Alsace and Lorraine

***VII. Paris explodes: radicals proclaim the “Paris Commune” in

March, 1871.


A. A sort of  “proto-communism”



1.Loosely defined (quasi-socialist)




a.Paris separated from the “provinces”




b.Pushing towards new radical govt


B.Many participants, poor, artisans, intellectuals/artists, some national


guard, republicans, socialists…Parisiens



1.Tore down column at Place Vendome (celebrating N.I’e vict.)



2.Red flag, Rev. Calendar, separation church/state, secular 



education, pensions for national guard widows, no night work,



workers take over abandoned businesses (w/compensation 



owner), women right to vote (very strong feminist participation



--sought gender pay equality, closure brothels, coops), some



coops created, some districts provided free education materials



to poor,…many other “ideas” floated.



3.Reality was somewhat of a social-democracy, but load



of govt. heavy, could only meet 60 days—had to focus



on defending Paris



4.President Adolphe Thiers ordered French army to crush;



Prussia released POWs to help (note on barricades)




***a.Estimated 20,000-50,000 killed, executed, exiled




       to New Caledonia
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C.Significance of the Paris Commune?  Debated.

VIII. Monarchists vascillate—(Bourbons want to rule under white flag; unacceptable); Thiers retained the Third Republic saying that it was “the

government that divides us the least.”


1.Moderates and conservatives now comfortable with govt as result of 


crushing of Commune; then ***Mareshal McMahon (helped crush 


Paris Commune and conservative somewhat aristocratic Pres) forced


to resign.



***a.By 1879 great majority both houses republican—move




to consolidate republic


2.Chief vehicle coalition govts. that recognized unions and education


  reform.



a.Jules Ferry—Ferry Laws (between 1879 and 1886):



free compulsory education for boys and girls


***3.Teachers would teach secular republican values



a.Female teachers encouraged to marry (not excluded) 


4. Began appointing republican officers in army 

IX.Monarchists would not give up; plotted with army officers and Catholic Church

X.Arthur Rimbaud (film: “Eclipse”): very precocious genius
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A.Had probably read Whitman; created poetry and LIVED a 



poets life—wanting to change the world

1.When he was just 17, he came to the attention of Verlaine (celebrated poet)





a.They met, fell in love; lived wild lives using





absinthe and hashish





b.Rimbaud often a bit out of control;

; pissed on group friends,





supposedly stabbed him, V. shot at him (hit hand)

c. drove Verlaine mad at times (eventually R. had him committed but they put him in prison two years until R. got him out)




2.Wrote his best poetry in from 16 to late teens 




(A Season in Hell and Illuminations)





a.Gave art up at 21 and went to Aden where he 





took several women as his mistresses; mapped





region, involved gun running





c.Died at 37 of cancer; weakened  by wild life
