Extra Credit Opportunities
Bring in a song (on cd) that you think pertains to an issue or theme in what we’re reading.  If I agree that it’s relevant, you will present the song to the class (provide lyrics either via the Net or your own email, to be projected on screen), explaining the connection to our text and why you feel this is significant.  You get 10 points.  

Find a poem that you think pertains to an issue or theme in what we’re reading.  If I agree that it’s relevant, you will present the poem to the class (provide poem either via the Net or your own email, to be projected on screen), explaining the connection to our text and why you feel this is significant.  You get 15 points.  

Find a work of visual art (sketch, painting, photograph, Object d’ Art) that you think pertains to an issue or theme in what we’re reading.  If I agree that it’s relevant, you will present the art work to the class (provide the art either in solid form that you bring in or as a display via the Net to be projected on screen), explaining the connection to our text and why you feel this is significant.  You get 15 points.  

In your explanation of the relevance of your song/poem/art, you must connect not only with the text we’re currently reading, but with some idea(s) you find relevant in the world outside the text.  
This extra credit opportunity is always available to you, however, you must be sure to ascertain relevancy with me before hand, and you must allow time for your presentation to be scheduled appropriately.
