Extra Credit – All Year Long
Do any of the following and write an engaging piece in which you describe the importance of the event (why does it matter to you?).  The more well-written your piece is, the more believable you make the event to the reader, the more credit you will get.  You may also elect to film yourself speaking about the event instead of writing about it, or you may use photography or music or any fine art you’re able to create that is suitably evocative.  If the reader/viewer/listener can clearly understand what you’re trying to express, and can feel what you’re getting at, you will be rewarded for your eloquence.  
Whatever you do, it must reflect a recent (since August of 2009) experience; I may question you or others to verify the authenticity of the event.  

· Make a new friend (human)

· Make a new friend (animal)

· Display courage

· Display loyalty

· Save someone (there are many ways to save people)

· Do something you’ve never done before that changes you significantly
· Eat something you’ve never eaten before

· Empathize with someone very different from you
· Show compassion when apathy would be easier

· Give something you value (not money) to someone else

· Feed someone a good meal you’ve made yourself

· Stay in with someone who can’t go out

· Dance with an unpopular boy or girl

· Learn something profound from someone over 80 years old

· Learn something profound from someone under 8 years old

· Live an entire weekend without computer or cell phone technology

· Live an entire weekend immersed in technology, with zero face-to-face contact
