Using Our Online Classroom

Our Literary Walkabouts class will use the Tam District’s online Learning Lab (sometimes referred to as “Moodle,” the name of the application that supports it) for some activities and assignments. Think of this District-hosted online course environment as an extension of our Lit Walkabouts classroom..
To join our online classroom:

1. Go to: http://learn.tamdistrict.org/ and log in by entering your Redwood student user name and password in the Login box (just under the Tam District logo at the top left corner of your browser window). Be sure to log out at the end of each session. Each time you return to the site, you will need to log in again with your user name and password.

2. Once you log in, you will see a welcome page with a list of Course Categories. Look under the heading for Redwood High, and click on the course link labeled Literary Walkabouts (Ryan). 
3. The first time you select this link, you will need to enroll in the course by entering an enrollment key. You will only be prompted to enter this enrollment key the first time you enter the course. If you are in Period3, your enrollment key is (all lower case): period3. If you are in Period 5, your enrollment key is (all lower case): period5.
4. If you have used Moodle in the past, you’re good to go at this point.  

5. If this is your first time accessing Moodle, when you’ll be directed to your Profile page by the software.  You must enter a valid email address that you have access to (Moodle will send you a confirmation link that you must click on in order to proceed), and a valid city, then click SAVE CHANGES.  It might seem that nothing has happened but in fact your profile has been updated and you have the confirmation email waiting for you in – go to your email and click on that link.  After this, you’ll be good to go with Moodle from here on out
