HOW TO ANSWER QUESTIONS FROM THE BOOK

1. Your topic sentence will be the question itself just reworded.  

Ex.  Question – Why did the colonists decide to revolt against Britain.

TS -  The colonists decided to revolt against the British for an assortment of reasons.  

TS -  The British forced the colonists to revolt for many reasons. 

TS -  The colonists had to revolt against the British for several reasons.

These words allow the reader to know that you will state a number of reasons in your paragraph.   To not continue to use the SAME introductory word in your paragraphs!!!!   It becomes mundane.   

KEY WORDS --  Several , assortment, many, countless, few, numerous, umpteen

2. Come up with 3 reasons .   Add supporting sentences to all main ideas so that the reader can understand what you are writing.  This is the most important part of answering the question.  Without support to your reasons, the paper will be weak with information.  Be strong when answering questions.  

3. Conclude the question with your own opinion or a basic concluding sentence that restates your topic sentence.  

4. Proofread your paragraph or essay question to make sure you have all steps above.  Finally,  check for spelling and punctuation mistakes.
