Course Topics:

Attendance:   To be successful, you must be in class.  I can’t teach you if you are not here.  Of course, don’t come to school if you are running a fever or have the stomach flu.  Missing review days will not excuse you from taking a test or quiz upon your return.  Homework assigned prior to the absence is due immediately upon your return. In order to prevent students from being absent solely because they didn’t get their project done, long term assignments/projects (any assignment where you are given at least five days to complete) are due on the due date, regardless of reason.  If you are absent on the day it is due, you may email the assignment to me, have a parent or another student drop it off, or bring it yourself.  All other missed work must be completed within five days of your EXCUSED absence unless prior arrangements have been made with the teacher. After five days the missing grades will remain zeros.  It is your responsibility to stay after school or come early before school and make up your work and to get extra help on the topics you missed. If you are absent due to a field trip, you do not have the five-day rule.  You are allowed one day per day absent for the field trip to get your work made up.

This is a college preparatory course in which you will be required to take an End of Course Exam.  The EOCT score is placed on your transcript and counts as 20% of your second semester grade.

Grades are usually updated on Infinite Campus every Friday.
Notebook Checks: 
You must keep a notebook.  I recommend a three-ring, two-inch binder.  You should keep all handouts, bookwork, worksheets, homework, notes, and old quizzes and tests in your notebook.  We will have a notebook check each chapter after the chapter test over the contents of your notebook.  

Expected Behavior: Violation of any of these rules will result in detentions, referrals, and/or parent phone calls.
1. Do not interfere with other students’ learning.

2. Do not harm property or person that is not yours.

3. Be on time to class. You must be in your seat before the bell rings.
4. Do not sleep in class.

5. Bring all materials to class every day (covered textbook, notebook, calculator, planner)

6. No glorification or promotion of alcohol, drugs, vulgarity, or illicit sex in clothing or language. 

7. Food and drink are not allowed in class except water (I will throw these away).

8. Follow all school rules listed in the handbook (especially the dress code and bookbag ones)

9. Do not use foul, vulgar, or blasphemous language (My ears are not trash cans).

10. Have a good attitude and work ethic (These two things will take you far even if math is “not your thing”).

Homework Checks: Homework is assigned for every section and is graded on completion and accuracy.  HW checks consist of up to 5 points for completeness and work shown and up to 5 points for accuracy from 5 randomly selected problems. I take up to 4 questions in class over homework.  I encourage students to come before and after school if they have more than 4 questions or fundamentally do not understand how to do the HW problems.

Hall/HW Passes: Each student is issued three hall/HW passes at the beginning of the semester.  These may be used as water/bathroom/locker passes, or homework passes. YOU MUST BUDGET THESE PASSES WISELY, AND YOU MUST ALWAYS BRING THEM TO CLASS WITH YOU.  If you use all your passes or do not have them in class, you will have to take a detention to get out of class (NO EXCEPTIONS!!!).  These are for emergencies, so save them for emergencies.

Quizzes/Tests:
You will have two or three quizzes and one or two comprehensive, cumulative tests per unit.

Studying for Quizzes and Tests



1.  
Reread all notes.



2.  
Rework all example problems in the notes.



3.  
Work the practice quiz or test.  Check answers in class and ask questions over any problems you don’t 



understand.



4.  
Seek help from the teacher throughout the unit on a regular basis.  Don’t wait until the morning of the 


quiz or test to ask for help . . . by then it is too late.



5.  
Study by DOING problems.  It is easy to watch the teacher do the problems, but until you actually try 


the problems yourself, you won’t know if you can really do them.

Culminating Tasks:  These tasks are performance based.  Some tasks may last more than one day.  These tasks will be completed with groups.

Extra Credit: I issue raffle tickets for various activities (doing and explaining warm-ups, logic problems, bonus problems, brain teasers, etc.) that may be attached to quizzes or notebook checks for 1 point each.  They may not be used on tests, HW or the final exam.  Your tickets and hall passes can be nullified if you skip detention, if you are consistently tardy to class, if you consistently do not have a calculator, if you do not make up missed work, etc. For tests, you may earn 0, 1, 3, or 5 points in a review game and 3 additional points for getting the test signed and returned.
