Radical Domains and Equations
Notes

A radical function contains at least one radical symbol.  
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To find the domain of square root function, set 
radicand > 0 and solve for x.

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Steps for Solving Square Root Equations
1.
If possible, write the equation with the radical 
expression isolated on one side.

2.
Raise the expression on each side of the equation to 
the second power.

3.
Check your solutions and discard extraneous 
solutions.
