Solving Rational Equations
Steps:

1.
State any domain restrictions.

2.
If one rational expression is equal to another rational expression, cross multiply to solve.  
Then CHECK YOUR ANSWER.

3.
If two or more rational expressions are being combined on the same side of the equation, 
find the common denominator and multiply EVERYTHING by the common denominator.  
Then solve.  Finally, CHECK YOUR ANSWER.
