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Money Management & the Bible
Proverbs 22:7  
The rich ruleth over the poor, and the borrower is servant to the lender.

Here you have the Golden Rule: he who has the gold makes the rules. Just ask anyone who has a mortgage, several car payments, or high credit card debt!

Proverbs 13:22 
A good man leaveth an inheritance to his children's children: and the wealth of the sinner is laid up for the just.

The first part is just the opposite of social security where the children’s children fund the older generation. The second part makes me think of the HOPE scholarship where people who gamble fund the education of children.
1 Timothy 6:10a 
For the love of money is the root of all evil:

Often misquoted as “Money is the root of all evil.” Money is certainly necessary, nice to have, and far more convenient than bartering, but it should not become the end-all, be-all of our existence. Think of all the stealing, lying, cheating, murdering, corruption, fraud, counterfeiting, and gambling that goes on in the name of getting rich quick.
Proverbs 18:9 
He also that is slothful in his work is brother to him that is a great waster.

Proverbs 10:5 
He that gathereth in summer is a wise son: but he that sleepeth in harvest is a son that causeth shame. 
Proverbs 19:15 
Slothfulness casteth into a deep sleep; and an idle soul shall suffer hunger. 
Proverbs 6:6-11
6Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise: 7Which having no guide, overseer, or ruler, 8Provideth her meat in the summer, and gathereth her food in the harvest. 9How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? when wilt thou arise out of thy sleep? 10Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep: 11So shall thy poverty come as one that travelleth, and thy want as an armed man. 

Proverbs 20:13 
Love not sleep, lest thou come to poverty; open thine eyes, and thou shalt be satisfied with bread.

Learning how to manage money is irrelevant if you have no money to manage. You first have to be willing to work and have a lifelong, strong work ethic to acquire wealth. I am reminded of another proverb, “Early to bed, early to rise, makes a man healthy, wealthy, and wise.” People who get up in the morning and go to work consistently will be successful financially and be able to provide food for themselves and their families. People who are lazy, avoid work, and like to sleep (e.g. those who hit the snooze button just a few too many times) will ultimately be poor and be lacking in food, thus making them unhealthly, unwealthly, and unwise.
Proverbs 13:11  
Wealth gotten by vanity shall be diminished: but he that gathereth by labour shall increase.
Proverbs 28:20 
A faithful man shall abound with blessings: but he that maketh haste to be rich shall not be innocent. 

Proverbs 28:22 
He that hasteth to be rich hath an evil eye, and considereth not that poverty shall come upon him.

Avoid get-rich quick schemes (e.g. day-trading, lottery, pyramid schemes, speculative investing, etc.). They usually require you to do unscrupulous, unethical, or immoral things, attempt to bypass hard work, and ultimately, they lead to poverty. 
Proverbs 14:23   
In all labour there is profit: but the talk of the lips tendeth only to penury. 
It is very easy to talk about making money and acquiring wealth. It is quite another to do it. If all you every do is talk about it, you will be poor.
Proverbs 16:26 
He that laboureth laboureth for himself; for his mouth craveth it of him. 
2 Thessalonians 3:10b 
[I]f any would not work, neither should he eat.

Hunger is a powerful motivator to encourage work.

Proverbs 21:25 
The desire of the slothful killeth him; for his hands refuse to labour.
People who want the most material things and are the most covetous of what other people have are the people who are often the least willing to work for them. The often seek unscrupulous ways to bypass work to get what they want which usually result in an unpleasant end.
Proverbs 28:19 
He that tilleth his land shall have plenty of bread: but he that followeth after vain persons shall have poverty enough.

Again, hard work, whether mental or physical, is the way to wealth and to be able to provide for yourself. If someone tries to show you a way that bypasses hard work, do not follow them. As said before, learning how to manage money is irrelevant if you have no money to manage.
Ecclesiastes 5:12 
The sleep of a labouring man is sweet, whether he eat little or much: but the abundance of the rich will not suffer him to sleep.

Sleep as the result of hard work (as opposed to avoiding it) is a good thing. Wealthy people, especially those who are unethical or unscrupulous, often have many things to worry about that will not afford them good sleep.
