Course Objective: Students who successfully complete this course will demonstrate an understanding of British literature; practice writing expository and persuasive essays; analyze and evaluate literary devices presented in literature; practice and use grammatical conventions; demonstrate an understanding of the mechanics analyzing a work of literature and producing a written paper. 

Prerequisite:   Students who enter English III should have successfully completed both Survey of Literature (English I) and American Literature (English II).
Student Materials:  Students are expected to have the Prentice Hall’s The British Tradition and Warriner’s High School Handbook textbooks, a folder, a notebook, and a pen and pencil everyday. 

Assignments:  Individual class assignments may vary between teacher classrooms, but all British Literature students must complete four formal papers, one analytical essay and various ACT reading and writing activities. 

Grading:  The percentage breakdown of grades is as follows:

Test, quizzes, five-week assessments=30%

Classwork, assignments, and participation=30%

Projects, including research and ongoing assignments, and essays=30%

Homework=10%

Grading Scale: 90 and above=A     80-89=B      70-79=C      60-69=D      Below 60=F

Late Work Policy: In the event of an absence, a letter from a parent/guardian is required on the first day a student returns in order for late work to be given. 

Formative Assessments:  Cornell notes; HQIT,  bellringers; working notebooks; timed readings (second semester); and essays.

Summative Assessments:  5 week common course assessments; unit examinations; analytical essays (mini and formal); persuasive essay; weekly vocabulary quizzes; weekly grammar quizzes.

Attendance:  It is extremely important that students attend class every day and are on time.  Bellringer assignments are given in the first five minutes of each class.  If a student is tardy, he/she will not receive credit for the bellringer.  Students who have an excused absence must make up any work missed within one week (excluding extended excused absence). 

Attendance Policy:  Per CPS attendance policy, “Students who have unexcused absences in 20% [18 days] of the classes in a particular course during the period for which a unit of credit is earned shall not pass the course and shall receive no credit towards promotion.” Therefore, 18 days of such absence will result in failure of the course.

Scope and Sequence:  British Literature curriculum is standards based and aligned to the Illinois Learning Standards for Language Arts (State goals 1 through 5) and EPAS Reading and English levels 13-27.
