Service to School and Community
1. LIVINGSTON PARISH ANTI-LITTER COMMITTEE - For the past two years, Live Oak High School FBLA has been a part of the Livingston Parish Anti-Litter Committee.  We adopted Perkins Road in Watson, and have worked to keep it clean.

2. FOOTBALL PROGRAM SALES - Our chapter helped raise money for the football team by selling programs at each home football game.

3. CHRISTMAS CRUSADE - Our chapter collects Christmas gifts for needy children in our parish by participating in the Livingston Parish Sheriff’s Christmas Crusade for Children.  Teachers currently receive a Live Oak Eagles ceramic coffee mug filled with candy for their birthdays.  Teachers received calendars and pens for Christmas.
4. LIVE OAK HIGH SCHOOL MISSION STATEMENT -  We designed and purchased 16” x 30”, framed copies of our school’s mission statement and placed one in every hall at Live Oak High School.  We feel that our mission statement is most effective when our students and faculty have frequent exposure to this guiding principle.  Teachers also received a legal-sized, lamenated copies to hang in their classrooms.
5. TEACHER AND STAFF RECOGNITION - We recognize each teacher and staff member at LOHS on their birthday and at Christmas with a gift and card that has been signed by all of our members. 

6. SCHOOL SIGNS - Live Oak High School FBLA used profit from annual fundraisers to provide 75% of the funding for the new sign on the gym.  Our chapter also purchased a gym press box sign to be used for basketball and volleyball games.
7. SCHOLARSHIP  - In 2004, our FBLA chapter presented the first Live Oak High School FBLA Scholarship to Miss Amanda Levert.    
The Live Oak High FBLA Scholarship Award is an award of distinction given to an outstanding FBLA member each year.  The scholarship winner receives a one-time award of $250 to the University of his/her choice.  Criteria considered in the selection of the contestant for this award includes:
